SCIENCE
In Science lessons the children will
be learning about the states of
matter. They will explore the
properties of solids, liquids and
gases and how and why materials
change state.. As part of their
learning, they will also be planning
and conducting practical
investigations to further their
understanding of the states of
matter.

ENGLISH - READING 
This half term, the children will be
continuing to improve the
accuracy of their response in
making inferences. They will be
highlighting key words in the
questions, referring back to the
text and considering what type of
an answer is required and using
PEE (Point, Evidence, Explain) to
construct longer answers.
 

RELGIOUS EDUCATION
